Mr. Shute purchased Lot #1 last spring and renovated the existing old barn located on that parcel,  which he proposing to have a store front wherein he would sell firewood, pellets, coal, etc.  He advised that there will not be any processing or manufacturing, etc. at that location, only selling product. Mr. Shute purchased Lot #2, directly bordering Lot 1, a few months ago.  He plans to demolish the current run down building on Lot 2 and clean up all the debris left by the previous owner.  At this time no development is planned, however, his desire is to possibly have an ice cream/hotdog stand in the future.
